Most of them have received
a limited amount of teacher training, and even
less exposure in ways to share God’s Word in a
classroom setting. Our mission - to share the
love of Jesus with children through Christian
education - can only happen through these
teachers who are called to serve at our project
sites; therefore, it is vital that we continue our
efforts to provide them with the educational
tools to fill up their teacher tool boxes. While it is
expensive and time-consuming to travel to West
Africa and provide these teacher workshops, the
investment is definitely worth the cost as more
and more children are blessed with a quality
education and daily hear the Good News of
Jesus.

OURSITES

For the past few years we have been serving in
the communities of Loma Coba and in Sora. The
programs include opportunities for children to
receive help with skills in reading and mathematics,
to enjoy lessons in art...and most importantly,

to hear the Good News of the Gospel through
times spent in God’s Word, memorizing Bible
verses, learning parts of the catechism, and singing
Christian hymns and songs. The new site in Los
Andes, led by Deaconess Melanie Barria, offers
children unique art lessons, help in mathematics,
and time spent learning Bible stories.

site in Sora. Our topics included effective classroom
management strategies, incorporating God’s Word
throughout all of the curriculum, and developing
collaborative efforts with fellow teachers and leaders.
